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Why do we have home learning? 

Home Learning is an integral part of the school’s teaching and learning. It is part of the curriculum in all years and for all students.

We believe that Home Learning has value in teaching our students vital life skills such as independence, personal organisation, reliability and self-discipline. It teaches them to see the value of hard work and that hard work leads to success. It also supports the teaching and learning programme, reinforcing skills learnt in school. Home Learning is necessary for the delivery of the full curriculum and therefore raises standards and helps students meet or exceed their Target Grades.

Home Learning promotes the involvement of family members and other adults in children’s learning, and it encourages the use of the resources of the school and the community.

The Home Learning Policy supports the Teaching and Learning Policy. It is a positive enhancement to learning and should be seen as such by pupils, teachers and parents. 

In order to promote this:

· In certain unusual circumstances, home learning is the only possible way to continue education. For example, in the event of a pandemic virus, when pupils might need to self-isolate or in the event of the school closing.

· All Home learning tasks are either accessible via the TCES Group website or provided in paper form, so that pupils can access the tasks easily and parents/carers can monitor the completion of the tasks and support their children effectively.  

· At TCES Group, teachers usually manage the type and amount of home learning as part of our bespoke response to each pupils’ particular educational needs.  In the event of an unavoidable school closure or individual self-isolation, pupils should read the guidance on the TCES Group website which will be found in a prominent location.

If the school needs to close unexpectedly

· The tasks set will be pre-determined and tutors/subject teachers should be in contact with their pupils to share ways that the work might be adapted for each. 

· Home Learning completion necessitates personal organisation, so pupils will be issued with recommended timetable to ensure sufficient application to the tasks and appropriate breaks.

· The monitoring of pupils’ Home Learning is key, and it is a shared responsibility of teachers, tutors and leaders within school, and of parents/carers at home. Regular contact with pupils and their families is therefore essential.

· A reward system for Home Learning generally is particularly important to follow in the event of school closure and self-isolation.

Parents/carers assistance

· Provide support for their child to complete Home Learning in terms of a quiet place to work, help with prioritising their time at home, encouragement and praise.

· Check the TCES Group website and support their children in ensuring that they follow the suggested timetable and that the tasks are completed.
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
